
The Utility
Uniform

General Appearance - Royal Rangers should 
be dressed neatly and have good posture, clean 
face and hands, combed hair, neatly trimmed 
facial hair, and clean fingernails.

Headgear - When appropriate, a Royal Ranger 
may choose to wear approved headgear. 
Headgear should never be worn indoors.

Bolo Tie - Royal Rangers may wear the bolo tie of 
their choosing. It may be official Rangers gear, 
one purchased elsewhere, or one made through 
the local outpost or while at a training event. 
Bolo ties are not required when the utility shirt 
is untucked but are required when the utility 
shirt is tucked in, unless the activity dictates 
otherwise.

Shirt - Royal Rangers may wear the official long- 
sleeve Royal Rangers utility shirt, complete 
with patches and insignia correctly placed. 
The shirt may be worn tucked in or untucked, 
depending on the activity. When worn with 
pins (not shown), shirt must be tucked in. 
Only the official Rangers gear utility shirt is 
acceptable in order to maintain a professional 
and uniform appearance.

Pants - Royal Rangers have two current options 
for pants—RangerTac pants or blue jeans. 
RangerTac pants are navy blue cargo pants 
with the Royal Rangers emblem embroidered 
on the back right hip pocket and other great 
Ranger features.

Belt - A belt is worn with the utility uniform 
unless the activity dictates otherwise. If wearing 
RangerTac pants, wear a black web belt with 
chrome buckle. If wearing blue jeans, the belt 
with appropriate belt buckle should be black or 
brown and match the shoes being worn.

Shoes - If wearing RangerTac pants, black boots 
or shoes should be worn. If wearing blue 
jeans, wear shoes appropriate for the activity. 
Black or brown shoes with matching belt are 
encouraged. Pants may never be bloused 
in boots.

Socks - If wearing RangerTac pants, black socks 
should be worn. If wearing blue jeans, wear 
socks appropriate to the footwear.

InsigniaThe � eld has requested a uniform that boys, 

young men, and adult leaders will � nd at-
tractive and comfortable while engaging 

in fun activities. � e utility uniform will accom-
plish both of these goals. It will be rugged enough 
to withstand rigorous activities while remaining 
stylish enough for boys and young men to wear 
proudly. One of the most attractive aspects of this 
uniform is that patches that are routinely changed 
(e.g., local junior o�  ce insignia) can be fastened 
to the uniform with Velcro® footprints. � is option 
can be used in lieu of sewing them on. � is should 
be a welcome relief to parents. 

On the le�  uniform sleeve, the Royal Rangers 
emblem and the local o�  ce insignia (e.g., Outpost 
Chaplain, Patrol Leader, etc.) will be worn. On the 
right sleeve, the geographic patch will be worn. 
Directly below the geographic patch will be the 
outpost numerals. Beneath the outpost numer-
als will be the advancement level of the boy or the 
training level of the leader (not shown).

� e only insignia that will be placed on the 
collar is for organizational leaders (i.e., regional 
coordinators, district training coordinators, etc.) 
� ey will be non-metallic, embroidered patches 
(not shown).

On the le�  pocket, the highest level training 
patch will be worn. It is recommended that metal-
lic pins only be worn during a council of achieve-
ment or other ceremony. � e intention of this 
design is to have a comfortable uniform in which 
men and boys can be active without concern that 
pins will be pulled o� , tearing the material.

Above the right pocket, the optional FCF patch-
es can be worn. Each FCF advancement level will 
have its own patch design. Below the FCF patch 
and � ush against the top of the pocket will be the 
group tag. On the pocket will be an event patch 
of the individual’s choosing. Name tags are only 
worn during councils of achievement or special 
ceremonies and are worn on the pocket directly 
below the group tag (not shown).
